These errors were 

revealed by their question about a woman married to seven brothers, one by one, during 

her life on earth. Jesus has corrected their mistaken belief that there is marriage after 

death. Jesus answers with a clever statement that uses their question in proclaiming the 

reality of an afterlife which the Sadducees reject.  



Jesus often debated with religious leaders by asking if they have read something from 

Scripture. This time, though, He makes it personal. He asks if they have not read what 

God said to them. He will then quote to them from the Pentateuch, the only part of 

Scripture the Sadducees accepts. 

It is in Scripture that reality is shared and real life is displayed while at the same time 

we find for ourselves, The Way, The Truth and The Life who is Jesus the Christ.
